Gestures do not have universal meaning in all cultures. 

The uses of gesture in verbal communication of add meaning to message that the sender is transmitting. Some gestures such as (foot fustigate and obstruct or pack-cloth) indicate anger and finer on lips indicate need for quite. One country have a different culture to another country. Cultures are not same all over the world, and many other things are also different, gestures are also change and they do not have universal meaning all over the world.  When we are talking with other person we use gesture by using our hands and by our head nodding to left or right to show the yes or no in the United States.
Even simple things like using hands to point and count differ.
Pointing: US with index finger, Germany with little finger, and Japanese with entire hand (infact most Asian consider pointing with index finger to be rude) 
Counting: Thumb=1 in Germany, 5 in Japan, and middle finger for 1 in Indonesia  
In our culture when we call other person we us our middle and index finger of hand, this gesture is acceptable in our culture and is not in certain cultures
