B The Legal Environment
· The legal environment, which permits certain types of union activities and prohibits others, also influences the extent of union organization. States with right-to-work laws have much lower unionization rates than other states

· Most developed countries, including the United States, have enacted various forms of protective legislation to guarantee worker rights and provide standards for the workplace even in nonunion settings.
